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Custody Hearing Held For Parents Of Missing Boy

(CBS 11 News) DALLAS A Dallas juvenile court judge allowed more visitation opportunities for an Irving couple whose son 

vanished without a trace two weeks ago. Alexis Majano is the elder brother of Elian Majano , who disappeared from Irving

lively park the evening of June 21st. 

 

Investigations show that Elian and Alexis had walked away from their mother and a male companion and were left 

unattended in the park for an undetermined amount of time. Mother Yancy Majano says it was only 30 seconds,

estimate it could have been between three and eight minutes. No trace of Elian has ever been found. And the next day, child 

protective services removed Alexis from his home for his own safety. 

 

In court Wednesday, Yancy Majano testified she tried to keep the relationship with that male companion secret from her 

husband, Gilberto Bercian. She also testified that at one time she tried to enlist her sister to say she had been with Yancy in 

the car and not the male companion.  

 

Police are satisfied the relationship with that man has no bearing on what may have happened to Elian. 
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On Wednesday, 305th district court judge Cheryl Shannon ruled Majano and Bercian can now have limited visitation with 

Alexis. In turn, they promised to take counseling and parenting classes.  

 

State officials plan to evaluate a relative to determine if Alexis can be placed with family instead of in a foster

 

The parents will return august 23rd to update Judge Shannon on their progress.  

 

As he left the courtroom, Gilberto Bercian said only that he had just gotten the information and he was happy. Attorney Raul 

Loya, representing Alexis’ parents, says the whole ordeal has devastated them, and that losing Alexis and Elian at the same 

time is very difficult.
